He was born on 14/06/1984 to Sri. Agasthi Puthran and Smt. Annie Suma at Thiruvananthapuram. Till 4th he was in
the Holy Angels Convent. During his 5th grade, his father who was a banker, got a transfer. The next three years he
studied at the Punalur St. Gorothy school, then his father got transferred bach to Thiruvananthapuram. Anoop
completed his 10th grade from St.Joseph's school and 12th grade from St. Antony's HSS. Then he pursued BTech in
Mechanical- Automobile Engineering from Pappanamcode Sree Chitra College of Engineering.

Soon after, he joined South Indian Bank Pune Camp Branch as an industrial manager in 2008, following the steps of
his father.

There is a story behind Anoop's surname. His grandfather named Cicil, loved words to such an extent that he
named all nine of his kids with a different surname! His first son became "Puthran " and second daughter "Sutha".
The remaining got the synonyms of light as surnames - Prakash, Prabha, Kanthi, Pradeep and Suresh. Thus the son
of Agasthi Puthran naturally became Anoop Puthran.

Shri Agusti Puthran worked in South Indian Bank for a long stint and retired in 2013 as a Senior Manager. He has
proven his mettle as an Union activist amongst the employees and Officers of SIB. He has a fervour for football and
athletics which he has imparted to his sons also.

His mother Mrs. Annie Suma retired as an administrative officer from KSEB. She was an expert in Bharatanatyam.
Anoop may have inherited the dance from his childhood when he used to behold with awe her performing before
the audience.Anoop opened his mind to the source of his rhythmic conscience- the shadow cast by his mother who
still keeps rhythms close to her heart.

His better half,Dr. Anit Antony (Assistant Professor of Microbiology, Mount Zion Medical College, Chaliyode,



Adoor) encourages him in all his pursuits.Anoop and Anit have two sons — seven year old Aarjen and five year old
Aarvin. Anoop is known for his Union leadership as well.

According to Anoop,his brother Ahwin Puthran ,just 2 years elder to him had a significant role to play in the
furtherance of his passion. He now resides in Dubai with his family. He was a football and cricket player. He was
the manager and co-ordinator of the dance school which Anoop started on the terrace of his house as a child
where young people from the neighborhood were the students.He learned and practised Western dance steps
from CDs and youtube and that’s how taught his friends.In four months they got ready to perform on stage. Within
a year, their dance troupe, dubbed the Beatles, stunned the spectators and judges.He had already been known as
a choreographer during those days when he really enjoyed being a crowd puller. The presence of 'Beatles' got
indispensable in various stage shows and reality shows.

The graph of his professional choreographer catapulted during his studies at SCT. A dance troupe was formed at
SCT under his leadership and the team participated and won in competitions at the College-University levels.
During 2003-2007, the SCT team grew to be the only team from Kerala to attend the Chennai lIT Sarang Fair, the
inter-state arts festival.Anoop feels happy about still keeping that legacy intact.

Anoop as a child,had excelled in dance as well as pencil and crayon painting. He was also good at "mimicry" which
spread like wildfire as an art in the nineties. Gradually, it was his father who shifted his focus to football and
athletics. Anoop and his brother took lessons from his father on football techniques. The guidance of his father,
who was a corner kick expert in football, was priceless.Anoop and Ashwin got membership in the football teams
during their studies and became winners .in competitions.

His father's advice that the skills, which he had acquired through dance, were sufficient to prove his prowess in the
triple jump made him overcome the insecurities of his short stature and participate in Long Jump and Triple
Jump.Being triple jump champion at school level and district level,he participated in state level competition and
won prizes.

In the meantime, he developed a passion for instrumental music also.You tube lessons helped to satiate his quest
for music paths on keyboard and guitar.In his spare time, he would go on a tour to forests,engage in tree
preservation and bird watching.When he was working in Pune he got an opportunity to learn the basics of Kathak.

After completing more than one term in Pune,he got transferred to Varkala in Kerala.Thereafter he worked as a
branch head in Pampady,Kottayam.After serving in Tamil Nadu, Vellore and Chennai and Vadaperumbakkam, he
returned to Omallur in Kerala and he is presently working in Kundara in Kollam district.

Anoop was elected as President of the South Indian Bank Officers' Association, in last February. It’s also an
opportunity to step into the All India leadership of the Officers Union of different banks.Known for his organizing
capabilities being a part of All India Private Sector Bank Officers Federation,Kerala State AIBOC Leadership and All
India leadership, the young banker keeps on mesmerizing us with his creative talents.
