The third one, ‘Thirodhanam’, directed, crafted meticulously, and beautifully presented
before us by our earlier TBOW Anuseelan, is still etched in the minds of everyone who watched
it. The film, based on a story by Swapnaraj, was a true classic — from its concept to its
execution. The heroine of this masterpiece was brought to life by a gifted performer well-known
to the TB audience — a gifted dancer who has mesmerized us all with her spellbinding stage
performances at several earlier TB Meets. Her portrayal in the short film was so striking that she
went on to win the award for second Best Actress.

This week, we proudly present Divya Amit, the heart of that unforgettable performance, as our

Divya hails from Palkulangara, Thiruvananthapuram. She is the elder child of Ranjith, who retired
from LIC, and Vijayalakshmi, a homemaker. Her younger brother, Vishnu, works as an HR
consultant at Technopark, Thiruvananthapuram. Divya’s early schooling till the 10th grade was at
Holy Angels’ School, Thiruvananthapuram, after which she completed her higher secondary
education at Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan. She graduated with a degree in Communicative English
from All Saints’ College, followed by a post-graduate degree in Personnel Management from
Loyola College, Thiruvananthapuram.

Soon after completing her studies, Divya got married. Her husband, Amit, works as a medical
transcriptionist with a multinational company based in Coimbatore. Following their wedding,
Divya moved to Coimbatore to begin her married life.

In 2012, Divya relocated permanently to Ernakulam. The very next year, Divya cleared the State
Bank of India recruitment exam and joined the bank. Her first posting was at the branch located
in the Special Economic Zone (SEZ) near Infopark. She later got transferred to the Regional
Office, then to Tripunithura Petta Branch, and is now part of the Vyttila Branch, where she
continues to excel.

Divya’s entry into TB was in 2021, when she created a sitting choreography for a song sung by
our earlier TBOW, Veena Vipin. The immense appreciation she received for her work drew her
closer to the TB family.

In the Kollam meet of 2022, she performed a group dance alongside TB favourites like Aswathi
and Geetha Sudheer, marking her emergence as a prominent face within TB. Since then, Divya
has been a vibrant and consistent presence at every TB Meet, dazzling audiences through group
dance performances.

However, the Thiruvananthapuram Meet revealed a special, unforgettable milestone in Divya’s
artistic journey — her acting debut in Thirodhanam.

Watching herself on screen, surrounded by an audience showering her with love and heartfelt
appreciation, filled her with a profound sense of energy and joy. Even as she speaks of that
moment, a sparkle lights up her voice.

When Divya received an unexpected call from Anusheelan inviting her to play the lead rolein
Thirodhanam, she was completely taken aback. “It was my very first time facing the camera,” she
recalls. “Everything was new and overwhelming. | simply followed whatever instructions
Anusheelan, Sudhi, and Vipin gave me.” And still, she is worried that they all had to go through a
lot of trouble during those two days of shooting to help her give her best.



Anusheelan fondly remembers how he chose her for the role. “The moment | decided to make
this short film, the very first face that came to my mind was Divya’s for the lead role. As a
talented dancer, she possesses a rare ability to express a range of emotions through her face,
which was exactly what | was looking for. Also, she was a fresh face — which meant, as a
director, | could mould her performance entirely in line with the character | had envisioned. Her
performance not only met my expectations but, in several moments, went far beyond them.”

Vipin, who starred alongside Divya and won the Best Actor Award, has his own words of praise:
“Thirodhanam wouldn’t have been complete without Divya. Three intense days of continuous
shooting — it is indeed a wonder how she handled such a huge challenge for someone like her, a
full-time banker acting for the very first time. Her total dedication - completely immersing
herself in the character, shutting out everything else happening around her, is commendable.
She had this beautiful ability to understand every direction given to her and portray it
naturally— a clear mark of a truly talented performer, a born actor! The chemistry between us
felt so authentic that the audience thought we were long-time friends, when in reality, we had
just met! That was mainly possible by the way she conducted herself. Thirodhanam also gave me
a wonderful new friend in Divya.”

Divya lives in Petta with her husband Amit, who now works from home, and their daughter
Archita, a Class 11 student at Bhavan'’s, Eroor. One of Divya’s biggest dreams is to pursue formal
training in classical dance. She continues to perform not just at TB Meets but also at various
Bank Day celebrations, where her grace and artistry always win hearts. The TB family sincerely
wishes that in the years ahead, Divya continues to grow as both a dancer and an actress, shining
even brighter in both.
