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A young banker whose dance, music, and instrumental skills — showcased at the Talented
Bankers meets in Kozhikode and Thiruvananthapuram — come together to add color and
rhythm to life is this week's featured talent:

Greeshma M.

She is the younger of two children of Mr. Radhakrishnan, a retired Administrative Assistant
from the Education Department, and homemaker Pushpamani.

Her early education was at AMLPS (up to 4th class), then AMMHS Pulikkal (5th—8th) — both
in Malappuram district. For classes 9 and 10, she studied at Seva Mandir Post Basic School in
Ramanattukara, Kozhikode. She completed her higher secondary education at Farook Higher
Secondary School and earned a B.Tech degree from AWH Engineering College, Kuttikkattoor,
Kozhikode. Though she began her M.Tech at Govt. Engineering College, Wayanad, she had to
discontinue it after securing a job at Indian Overseas Bank. However, she later earned an
MBA through distance education from the University of Kerala.

Her first posting was at West Hill Branch under Kozhikode Region. After her 2019 promotion,
she was transferred to Bangalore Region, serving in Hebbal and Megalapura branches. She
now works at Kottakkal Branch.

After completing her degree, she briefly worked as a guest lecturer for around 6 months at
Govt. Engineering College, Kozhikode — a short teaching stint that proved quite useful in her



later professional life.

Greeshma takes pride in having entered the world of arts from a very young age. From
nursery to 10th class, she actively participated in all school cultural events. She and her
brother began dance training at a school run by her father’s elder sister under the guidance
of Balasubrahmaniam master — her first steps into the world of arts. He was a strict teacher
who did not hesitate to discipline students for academic lapses, but that discipline helped
shape her future. Her first stage performance was a folk dance taught by him for a school
festival — marking the humble beginnings of her artistic journey.

Later, she continued her dance training under Bindu Teacher, wife of renowned actor Harish
Peradi, and made her stage debut. From LP school through 10th class, she was at the
forefront of cultural participation, winning prizes in both solo and group items — not just in
dance, but also in light music, storytelling, tabla, poetry recitation, mono act, etc. She even
reached district-level school fests in tabla and storytelling. She also excelled in quiz
competitions.

Despite her active involvement in the arts, her academic performance never suffered — she
remained a top performer and a favorite among teachers.

She began learning music in 5th class under Sivadasan Master in Kozhikode, later continuing
under Satheesan Master in Ramanattukara (who was also the early music teacher of singer
Sithara Krishnakumar). She learned tabla under Baiju Master. In storytelling, her mentor was
Nishad, a well-known playback singer and son of her father’s colleague.

Her artistic pursuits saw a pause after 10th, and during her +2 and college years, she wasn’t
very active in arts.

Greeshma became part of the Talented Bankers group through the Bank Troll group, inspired
by non other than Rinu George. Wanting to create similar content herself, she began
contributing her own troll posts — only to later realize that Rinu was not a woman but a man,
and in fact the mastermind behind the Bank Troll skit team, a key element of TB meets.

Joining Talented Bankers helped revive her connection with the arts. About 5-6 months
before the COVID outbreak, she was transferred outside Kerala. During the global lockdown,
music became her solace. She returned to singing through the Smule app, and joined the
Talented Bankers Music Club, participating in its Suprabhaatham morning program. After a
long gap, her return to the stage happened at the fourth Talented Bankers meet in
Kozhikode. Though initially nervous, the support from the TB platform and its members
calmed her completely. She also took part in the mega Thiruvathira performance at the
same meet — again, after many years.

Before being transferred outside Kerala, she had begun learning violin but had to pause due
to the unexpected transfer. Later, she came across an ad for online classes by Rajani Praveen



from Farook and immediately enrolled. She also resumed music lessons with the same
teacher. After getting a transfer back to Kerala in April 2024, she gave her debut Carnatic
vocal performance at the Sree Thrikkaipatta Shiva Temple near Kozhikode Cyberpark in May.
She also began performing in concerts alongside her teacher — including at the Chembai
Music Festival in Guruvayur, the Dakshinamurthy Music Festival at Vaikom Mahadeva
Temple, and more.

She is deeply proud of her supportive family. Her only brother works as a broadcast
supervisor at Mathrubhumi News and lives in Thiruvananthapuram with his family.

Having explored dance, vocal music, and instrumental music, Greeshma now sets her sights
on the world of drawing and visual art. The TB family wishes this young talent all the best in
acquiring and shining in everything she dreams of.
