Her parents, Retd. BSNL Office Superintendent, Sri. P.K.Rajasekharan Nair and Retd. Vigilance
Manager of Food Corporation of India, Smt. Renuka Devi are natives of Changanasserry. Her
brother Ranjith Raj is an Assistant Engineer in KSEB.

As her parents worked in Thiruvananthapuram, Radhika's education was completed there.
She went to the Ananda Marga School till the 4th grade. Then she joined the Cotton Hill
Government Girls High School where she did her 10th grade, and then went to St. Mary's
Public School for +1 and +2. She did her graduation in Zoology from All Saints College and
post graduation from Alappuzha S D College. Then she did B.Ed from the Christ Nagar
College of Education. As her parents were busy at work, she spent her evenings with the
nuns at school. Gradually, she became part of their yoga classes. There, surprised by her
body flexibility, they took her to the school dance teacher, Jayalakshmi. That was her first
dance experience... the moment when others saw the dancer in her.

Though she could not participate in any dance events during her high school years, she
found joy in being part of school events like the Maths exhibitions.

While pursuing her graduation, Radhika fondly remembers how she composed the dance
and swayed to the tune of "Chingamaasam vannu chernnal..." with six of her friends and
how the dance got so popular in the college. Still, her active participation in stage shows and
dancing before an audience really began during her B.Ed days... the time when she found
the real soul of Radhika sleeping within her. It was right before this that she got married to
her soulmate, Prasanth, who belongs to Thiruvananthapuram. His mother, Vijayakumari is
the strong pillar of support for Radhika's pursuit of dance, who saw it her duty to see that
Radhika fulfilled all her wishes... just like Cinderella's fairy Godmother!

B.Ed was a course that transformed her from a stage-fearing introvert to a stage-loving
organiser and dancer! Just like a butterfly emerging from a cocoon!!! It was indeed a matter
of pride that she could perform in nearly 25 events conducted during the course period. Her
never-dying spirit and energy got rewarded when she was made the College Union
Secretary.
