This artist—who has recently been setting TB stages alight with his
super-energetic voice — is presented as the last Talented Banker of the year 2025.

Samson Benhur

Samson is the younger son of Benhur Benjamin, a karate trainer from Kollam, and Amala Benhur,
a homemaker. His elder brother, Manual Benhur, after completing his graduation, started
working alongside their father as a karate instructor. Samson himself, a brown belt holder, often
steps into the role of a trainer.

He spent his childhood in a house near the Kollam railway station. The shrill whistles of arriving

trains, the constant hum and hustle of rushing people, and the railway’s evolution—from coal to
diesel and eventually to electricity—were experiences he absorbed through variations in sound.
It is hardly surprising that rhythm and pace became second nature to him.

His schooling up to the 4th standard was at Craven Babyland, followed by education till Plus Two
at Krist Raj Higher Secondary School, Kollam. He pursued a degree in Mathematics at Baby John
Memorial College, Chavara. An active NCC cadet during his school and college years, Samson
participated in national camps held in Assam and Gujarat.

Interestingly, during his student days, he never took part in competitions related to singing or
dance. Yet, even then, he had a unique ability—to sing on demand, attract people around him,
and energise any gathering whenever friends asked him to. That knack for lifting spirits was
evident from the very beginning.

After college, while preparing for banking examinations, he underwent training at ASAP, a
government skill development initiative, and also worked there as a trainer for children. Soon he
secured a position with the State Bank of India. His first posting was at the Edathua branch.

He later worked in the marketing division at Mavelikkara RBO, followed by a posting at the
Nooranad branch. It was during his tenure there that he appeared for the promotion test and



earned his promotion. His appointment as a Trainee Officer came while working at SBI SMEC,
Kollam, where he is currently serving his probation period. That his recognition as an artist came
through TB is a source of immense joy for Samson.

Hari and our former TB Arya Rajath were instrumental in bringing Samson into the TB fold. His
debut performance was at the Kozhikode meet, where he sang “Doore... Venmalayil Sooryan...”
originally rendered by K. S. Harisankar. However, it was his performance at the Kottayam meet
that truly drew widespread attention. When he took the stage with “Kuthanthra Thanthra
Manthram” from the film Manjummel Boys, the TB members welcomed him with thunderous
applause.

After that, from the Thiruvananthapuram meet onwards, and across several chapter meetings,
Samson continued to electrify audiences with his performances.

When asked about Samson, Arya’s immediate response was: “He is pure gunpowder.” Arya
elaborated further—she has never seen Samson without a bright smile. There is some kind of
magic in him that can awaken even the most drowsy audience. Once he starts singing, listeners
instinctively begin to sing and dance along with him. He is an artist capable of creating a
powerfully attractive magnetic field around himself.

At the Kollam Chapter meet, he lifted spirits with a carol song, and later, with “Sundariye Vaa...”,
he once again showcased his trademark style by getting everyone to sing along with him. Rap
music, he says, is what he loves the most.

As this young singer prepares to enter married life in May 2026, he carries many dreams—
learning dance, earning a black belt in karate, and receiving formal training in music... the list
goes on. The entire TB family joins in wishing that all these dreams come true for Samson.
