As per his
father’s wish that their children be educated in their native place, he continued his schooling
in Thalassery from the fifth grade through higher secondary at the Government Brennen
Higher Secondary School, and later graduated from the Government Brennen College,
Thalassery. He did his graduation in Physics in 2006.

He also faced the sudden demise of his father in the same year. After graduation, Shreyas
began his career with ICICI Prudential and Birla Sun Life Insurance, before joining the
Thrissur-based Catholic Syrian Bank as a Probationary Officer.

When | started posting my drawings on the TB platform, | received many positive feedback
and suggestions. It was only when my pictures made entry into the social media that even
my close relatives and friends came to know that | could draw! Each time | choose a subject
to draw, | try to make it somehow different from the previous one. Since it is a hobby
resumed after years, unfortunately | have none of my old works with me. | would love to
pursue formal learning, but with the time constraints due to work, | am unable to focus on
such learning. So, for now, YouTube is my teacher.” May these words impart encouragement
to many out there.

In recognition of his exemplary contribution and creative pursuits, Shreyas was recently
featured in the “CSB Time Edition,” the house magazine of CSB Bank, where one of his
artworks was published — an achievement he shares with pride and joy.
