His mother,a home
maker has been a pillar of support and an illuminating lamp showing him the path ahead for quite a
while spanning two and a half decades.

He had his schooling at Ganapathi Vilasam Saliya Junior Basic School in Vadakara, SGMSB School
and BEM high school. After completing his higher secondary education at Ramavilasam Higher
Secondary School in Chokli with 91% marks, he joined Brennan college in Thalassery for pursuing
Bachelor's Degree.

Suraj cherishes his love for his campus specifically in reminiscence of his seniors who kept him
close to their hearts after spotting the talent in him. His Guru,Shri. Anand Kumar stood by him in
solidarity, teaching him notes of novelty in flute.



Mr Suraj got renowned in campus thenceforth.He made friends with many and his ardour for drama
also started to bloom during that period.He was an active member of SFI's Campus Arts Forum.

Suraj was privileged to be a part of the drama-'Kurukkan Kumaran' which won the crown of triumph
at University Level Competition.

Jugal Bandi, which was brought about by the Mathrubhumi Kalotsavam in its first year, was a huge
break, for braving new ventures of the like. He realized that the University competitions were
treasure troves of colours coupled with means of stirring unforeseen twists and turns which served
as an impetus in bringing out the best of his abilities.

During his school days, he excelled in General Quiz, Maths Quiz and Mimicry.He got inspired by his
friend Mr Dixit who was a percussionist who was adept in playing Mridangam. During the days of
vacation after class 10, he joined the Thyagaraja Institute in Panoor to learn flute, virtuous of having
shifted from Vadakara to his mother's hometown Panoor. Shri.Panoor Anandakumar was his Guru.
His mother's father was an oracle in the temple located there.

Thereafter he got passionate about temple arts and learned to play ‘Chenda’. He was an active
member of the musical ensemble in the Temple for about five years.

He competed with the group led by the now famous singer Sayanora at Mathrubhumi Kalotsavam in
which they stood first. He secured A grade in the group song competition hosted by Kerala
University and won the title of State Champion in the World Year of Physics competition organized
by CUSAT. On October 3, 2006 at the age of twenty, he joined the department of posts as a postal
assistant.His fellow trainee Ms Geethu , at the Postal Training Center in Mysore became a part of his
musical voyage. He got married to her in May 2009 and they have a girl child, Dyuthi (Ammu)

Suraj began his career as a banker at the Kasarkode branch of Federal Bank and there on worked in
Mahi, Thottilpalam and presently he is working in Vadakara branch. Mrs Geethu is working with
postal division in Vadakara and their daughter attends Junior Basil School, Vadakara.She is good at
singing,dancing and karate. Mrs Geethu is an excellent singer and is well known for her culinary
skills.

After joining Vadakara branch, Suraj resumed learning flute under Mr Sudheesh. Alongside,he
started learning keyboard under the tutelage of Shri Vijayakumar Moodadi. Suraj had started
practising Karate in 2007 when he was working as postal assistant. Mr Sensai Faisal CH was his
first guru in Karate.After a while, he resumed karate practice under Mr Ramesh along with his
daughter Dyuthi and is a black belt now.

He has to wait for three years for the next
test,and then 4 years for the test to be awarded with a higher dan grade.He will be able to take the
tenth dan test only by atleast 75 years of age.

Suraj is a member of Alan Tilak Karate International,a premier Karate training centre. Having



undergone referee training his preparation for state referee test is underway.He also works as an
Instructor in the training centre.

Amidst this, he developed a passion for civil services but devoid of adequate guidance he couldn’t
make his dream come true. His sheer persistence gave way to the birth of NoRA (Nurturing Real
Aspirants), a mentoring service which provides guidance for PSC, SSC and UPSC job aspirants
through WhatsApp, Telegram and Voice Call Service free of cost which in turn benefits as much as
4200 people.Suraj is currently into building of a website pertaining to this.

Suraj is zestfully involved in the activities of Federal Bank Employees Union.He also serves as a
training faculty at AKBEF's arts and cultural wing- 'Tharangam'(Wave). He guides bank job aspirants
and imparts training for JAIIB, CAIIB and promotion aspirants.
