Born in Kurichy, near Changanassery, Sreeranjini is the youngest of three children of Ravindran
Nair, a retired Deputy Tahsildar, and the late Ambika Kumari, who served as a Secretary in a



Cooperative Bank.

Her elder brother, Harikrishnan, lives in Canada with his family. Her sister, Dhanya R. Nair, works
as Branch Manager at Union Bank, Adoor.

She studied up to Class 10 at A.J. John Memorial High School in Kuttanad Taluk, and completed
her higher secondary education at NSS Higher Secondary School, Changanassery. It was during
this time that she faced the sudden and painful loss of her mother.

After Plus Two, she pursued and successfully completed a one-year JDC course at the
Cooperative College in Kottayam. She then received a compassionate appointment at the same
Cooperative Bank where her mother had worked. At just nineteen, she began her professional
journey at the Kainady branch in Alappuzha district.

Alongside her job, she completed her B.Com degree privately from the Mahatma Gandhi
University. Still, somewhere within her lingers the unfulfilled dream of studying engineering as a
regular student.

The desire for something better pushed her to take a bold step. After graduation, she took six
months’ leave from her cooperative bank job and went to Kollam — known as a bank coaching
hub— to prepare seriously for competitive exams. Through IBPS, she secured her first
appointment at Central Bank of India, All Saints College Branch, Thiruvananthapuram as a clerk
in April 2013.

Her next milestone was as an Officer at Syndicate Bank (now Canara Bank) at the Nellikkutti
branch in Kannur. From there, her journey took her through Kollam Main Branch, Cherthala,
Alappuzha Retail Hub, Manipal Circle Office, and currently to the Ernakulam Central Processing
Hub. She has consciously chosen not to pursue further promotions, preferring the balance she
has carved for herself.

Nine years into marriage, she was blessed with a daughter, Prakrithi Sreekarthik — their little
Paarukkutty. To nurture her child, she took a two-year long leave and resumed service on
January 1, 2026.

During her school days, she excelled not only academically but also in extracurricular activities —
Malayalam elocution, poetry recitation, Thiruvathira, Oppana, and group dance — winning
prizes up to sub-district levels.

2025, she fulfilled a major dream by making her Bharathanatyam arangettam at the
Chottanikkara Devi Temple — a milestone she shares with immense joy.



She has also performed on stages organized by Canara Bank’s Manipal Circle. It was her better
half, Karthik, who introduced her to Talented Bankers. Her first TB stage appearance was at the
Thiruvananthapuram Meet, followed by a performance at the Alappuzha Chapter Meet.

She has a special love for semi-classical dance. TB, she says, has given her the courage to
perform without fear and the inspiration to continue learning. The many platforms TB offers
through annual and chapter meets are truly a blessing for newcomers like her.

He is the younger son of Tulasidharan Pillai, a retired employee of Indian Overseas Bank, and
Lalithambika, a retired teacher from Chinmaya Vidyalaya, Kollam.

He studied up to Class 7 at Little Flower School, Kundara; Classes 8 to 10 at Chinmaya Vidyalaya,
Kollam; completed Plus Two at SNSM HSS, Elampalloor; and earned his B.Tech in Electrical and
Electronics Engineering (EEE) from TKM Engineering College, Kollam.

Though he was academically strong during school, his Plus Two and engineering years were
more average. After Plus Two, he repeated entrance coaching for a year at P.C. Thomas Institute,
Thrissur, and secured admission to TKM. However, those college years did not unfold as he had
hoped — academically and artistically, that period were challenging.

After B.Tech, while clearing supplementary exams and struggling to find employment, it was his
father who encouraged him to prepare for bank exams. He trained for six months at TIME
Coaching Centre in Kollam. His determined effort paid off — on July 30, 2010, he joined
Allahabad Bank as a clerk in Kozhikode. He was promoted as Officer in 2014. Following bank
mergers, he is now part of Indian Bank, serving as a Loan Officer at the Kakkanad branch.

His ten years at Allahabad Bank were filled with deep friendships and meaningful memories. In
2019, he was posted to Mumbai as a Forex Officer — a phase that brought maturity to his
professional life.

Cricket, which he had set aside during college, returned to his life after he moved back to
Ernakulam. From 2018, he captained Allahabad Bank’s inter-bank team, and from 2021, Indian



Bank’s team. Among several achievements, the “Man of the Match” award against UCO Bank in
last year’s Bankers’ Club Tournament remains a cherished memory.

He was a good singer during his school days and the favourite student of his music teacher,
Shantha Teacher. The prizes he won then — glasses, plates, soap boxes — felt as precious as
Filmfare awards. The lack of formal classical training later became a limitation, but in 2023 he
resumed his music lessons online, determined to improve and refine his singing.

Poetry is another cherished passion. He used to write poems in school and is now working
towards publishing his first poetry collection. He is also active in TB’s poetry group, “Ka, Kavitha,
Kavyadhwani.” He expresses his gratitude for introducing him to TB, to TB’s own Sudhy, who is
also his colleague. He has also assisted Sudhy in directing a few short films. He says TB is the one
motivational source that pushes him to sing and write poems better.
