He was born as the first kid of Gangadharan and Girijadevi at Punnappala, Malappuram. He was
guided by his father who was a Malayalam teacher, mother — a Science teacher, and
grandmother. His brother Vineeth has a dairy farm in Punnappala and stays with their parents,
while Vivek is settled with his family in Palakkad.

He was an avid reader at a very young age, and his mother brought library books for him to
read. His father too encouraged him to read well and write too. His studies were at Punnappala
A.L.P School, V.M.C Government High School, Malappuram Government College(pre degree),
Mysore Regional Institute of Education(BSc Ed) after which he worked as a teacher for two years
before enrolling himself for MBA.

He has participated in various writing competitions in the Youth Festivals and won prizes at the
Sub-District level for story writing, poetry writing and essay writing competitions, and has won
prizes for ‘Aksharaslokas’. He was much appreciated for his poetry while at Regional Institute,
where he learned a lot under the guidance of his Malayalam professor and famous critic, Sri.
K.P.Sankaran.

After studies, he travelled all over South India between 2008 and 2012, and worked in 6
organizations. He left those places after pointing out the faults he found in those organizations.
He says his thoughts and opinions have matured over time. It was State Bank of Mysore that
pulled him out of the depressed state of affairs after losing his 6th job in Chennai. He worked in
their Sulthanpet branch for five years till merger. After merger, he worked in the SBI Palakkad
Regional Office marketing department for two years when he decided to opt for promotion,
leaving behind his revolutionary thoughts and joined SBI Angadippuram branch. On further
promotion he has been transferred to Palakkad RASMEC where he still works.

Though seeing his flair for the Malayalam language he was encouraged to write by many, as his
scribblings didn’t find their way to the outside world, they remained in the torn papers or his old
notebooks. It was his friend and colleague Reji P Cherian who guided him to the Talented
Bankers group where he posted a few of his poems. It was the persuasion of Vipin Jayaprakash
of SBI that made him publish his poems as a collection, ‘Choonduviral’.

He met his wife, Vidya, while pursuing MBA. She is a constant support and guidance for all his
endeavours, especially when he met with an accident nine years ago. Their son Ved is in the fifth
grade. Like father, like son — he too is an avid reader and has started writing poems of his own.

‘Choonduviral’ is a collection of 31 poems that he selected from his writings from the year 2000.
His publisher suggested the book’s title, which is the name of one of the poems in it. The book
was published in the presence of many famous writers like Sri. Mundoor Sethumadhavan, Sri.
T.K.Sankaranarayanan, Sri. K.N. Suresh Kumar, and his friends. The words of poet Kureepuzha
Sreekumar and Professor Dr. C.Ganesh about these poems of Vivek are testimony to the depth
of his verses.



Vivek has planned to write a novel — a fantasy novel in English, along with new poems. He
mentioned the bedtime stories he makes up for his son as well, that keep his imagination alive.
