She is the youngest of the two daughters of Krishnakumar Madambath, a native of Palakkad and
Vanaja Pazhedath. Her father was in the army. She remembers those days when she was in
Bangalore with her father. By the time she finished her studies in Little Star kindergarten at
Bangalore, her father resigned from his job and moved to Saudi Arabia and from thereon
Vineesha, her mother and her sister Vineetha settled in Palakkad.

She had her schooling in St. Paul's Central School, Kottachandra from first to seventh grade and
in CFDV HSS, Mathur from Eighth grade to tenth grade. She did her Plus One and Plus Two at
Bharath Matha School.

Her sister Vineetha who is two years elder to her was her mentor. Vineetha won the Best
Actress Award at the School Arts Festival at the State Level. She excelled in drama and mono act
and used to train Vineesha so as to partake in competitions. They used to share prizes in many
competitions.

There were no stage programmes that Vineesha did not participate during her school days. She
marked her presence in dancing, Recitation, Oppana, Thiruvathira, group dance, mono act and
used to secure lots of prizes. Vineesha, who had a flair for writing still remembers publishing her
poem in Manorama's ‘Padippura’ when she was in ninth grade.

After completing her Plus Two, Vineesha joined Sreekrishna College, Coimbatore for pursuing
BBM. While studying there, she joined the Federal Bank through a campus selection.

Her first posting was at Vadakara from where she got transferred to Mannarkkad and then to
Chittoor branch. During her career as a banker, her passion for acting grew ardent. TikTok and
Dubsmash came to her rescue.

Vineesha,who used to talk
constantly to customers devoid of any breaks in between, which made her mother reprimand
her saying not to talk as if she had swallowed a mic, had to remain silent for three months.

Vineesha is unwilling to give up. She feels that there is still a lot more to do. She would like to
pursue her dreams of cinema and wants to spend memorable moments with Vineetha and her
family in Scotland, her father, mother, Santu and Zindagi in the days to come.

Vineesha wants to make a strong come back to the Talented Bankers Group whose members
showered their love and care over phone and text messages when she encountered with the
toughest times in her life once her illness got diagnosed. Also she wants to showcase her talents
in Mohiniyattam. Let all her dreams spread out into the limelight. Talented Bankers Community
yearningly awaits, with greetings and flowers of love.
