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Indolence engulfs the artistic pursuance of many of us once we secure a job, however, let us put our
spotlight this week on some one who not only stepped into the realm of arts but also made
headlines in newspapers and earned accolades at Regional Office on the Foundation Day of the Bank.

Though life's steps still remain untrodden, he adroitly makes each and every move while drawing.
Vishnu, was born to Mr Ashokan and Mrs Shobha at Valayanchirangara near Perumbavoor in
Ernakulam. He had his primary school education at Mannam Vidyabhavan in Valayanchirangara. He
studied from fifth standard till Plus two at Higher Secondary School, Valayanchirangara.

From his formative years itself , he was fervent about drawing and started participating in drawing
competitions since fifth grade.

Though no artists graced his family’s side, his mother stood as a loving guide for him.

Since Vishnu always had the passion and perseverance to draw, not receiving any prizes during his
school days never dimmed his focus .He always found contentment in the opportunities he got for
expressing himself.

After finishing Plus Two, Vishnu enrolled in Sree Shankara Vidyapeethom College to pursue Computer
Science. Even then he kept his passion for drawing alive, finding spare time to bring his artistic visions
to life.

Vishnu set out on the path to fulfil his dream of securing a job, after completing his degree. His
journey led him to a bank coaching institute in Kollam, where he began preparing for the next big
step in his career.

Within just three or four months of joining the coaching,he managed to secure his first job as clerk at
Bank of Baroda, Perumbavoor branch. Vishnu began his banking career on May 15,2014.

Vishnu reflects that, in addition to securing a job, he was fortunate to have Ms. Athira, a colleague at
the bank, as his mentor. As a painter herself, Athira took time to explain color palettes and the
different brushes needed for different purposes. For Vishnu, who had never received mentorship in



art, Athira’s guidance felt like a true blessing.
The knowledge Athira imparted gave Vishnu the courage to dive into new artistic experiments.

As Vishnu steadily advanced in life, a sudden turn in 2019 brought his life to a halt. A fall led him to a
wheelchair, as he was diagnosed with Motor Neuron Disease (MND), a condition that affects the
neurons controlling the muscles. While his youth was largely free of major difficulties, as time
passed, walking and other movements became increasingly challenging.

Though Vishnu played cricket until eighth grade, as the disease began to take its toll on his body, he
had to back away from sports. Whether in college, attending bank coaching classes, or after starting
his job at the bank, he always needed someone's help to stand or walk. Yet, with determination, he
still managed to keep walking, holding on to his strength. However from 2019 onwards he began
using a wheelchair full-time.

To accommodate his needs, adjustments were made in his car to allow easy access with the
wheelchair. The bank too offered complete support, installing ramps and other necessary facilities at
the branch, ensuring Vishnu had all the help he needed.

When Vishnu took to the wheelchair, he discovered not a confinement but a new world of
possibilities. He felt it more like a gateway to a fresh, vibrant world.

His collection now boasts over 250 paintings, created with acrylics, water colours, and a variety of
pens and pencils. Inspired by the idea of preserving these works, Vishnu began framing them at a
local shop in Perumbavoor. The frames were not merely for decoration but to safeguard his art from
the ravages of time.

It was at the framing shop that Vishnu first heard about an art exhibition at the Adlux Convention
Centre in Angamaly. The shopkeepers insisted his participation and though initially hesitant, Vishnu
eventually took part in the exhibition.

The response from the visitors was beyond his wildest dreams. Not only did people come to see his
work, but many of his paintings were sold that very day. His art journeyed beyond Kerala, reaching
Bangalore, and capturing many hearts.

The following day, Malayalam Manorama and Janayugam newspaper published a feature on Vishnu.
This broader exposure made Vishnu's talents once confined to a close circle of colleagues and
friends, gain wider recognition.

To mark the foundation day, a special ceremony was held at the Bank of Baroda's Ernakulam Regional
Office, where Vishnu was honoured. The bank presented him with a shawl, a certificate of

appreciation and a plaque in recognition to his talent.
