Anil Unnithan—Anilettan to most of us, and Anilji to many others —is
completing 38 years of a glorious banking career and retiring from his banking career.

Hailing from the town of Kundara, he is the middle child of the late K.K.G. Unnithan (a KEL
employee and staunch communist) and Ratmamayeedevikunjamma, with an elder sister and
a younger sister.

He began his learning under the humble shade of “Manalmedium,” the sand school of
Kuttiyaasan, before completing his education from LMS L.P. School, St. Jude’s High School,
Kollam SN College, and Baselius College, Kottayam—eventually emerging with a
postgraduate degree in Chemistry and growing up to be the bearded Anil sir that we know.

His passion for literature found form in kadhaprasangam, mono-acts, and other cultural
engagements. In July 1987, at the age of 22, he joined the Central Bank of India. From
Malayinkeezhu, Trivandrum, his banking journey took off. His stay in the Ananthapuri gave
him exposure to the essence of music and rhythm.

After that he got the opportunity to work in his homeland for a long term, where he brought
a rare human touch and intellectual depth to his work. With gentle wisdom and warm
leadership, he became a cherished brother to many. For over two decades, he led the
cultural platform “Kollam Bees,” enriching the artistic life of bank staff. He was part and
parcel of the employees’ union’s activities. As he was working as the Deputy General
Secretary, he was promoted to Officer grade with a transfer to Aluva, where he won the
Central Bank Vigilance Award at the national level—proof of his unwavering dedication.

After serving the bank through various cadres, he returned once again to Kollam, where he
continued to serve with passion during the last six years. His leadership in the Central Bank
Officers’ Association added yet another feather to his cap.

As he retires from official duty, we joyfully proclaim: “This is our vibe —forever young in
spirit, Anilettan’s vibe!”

For Anilkumar too, the day had only 24 hours—he used each one with purpose. His spark
ignited growth in those around him, guiding them as a guardian and friend. Many found
their own voices and visions through his.

Who is Anil? A mentor who trained Kollam youth for bank jobs utilizing the opportunities
that the Union gave him. A satirist who wrote for early episodes of Asianet’s “Munshi”. (As
he became busy in his career, he slowly had to withdraw his writings for “Munshi”, after



more than a thousand episodes.) A writer who offered Kerala a tribute on Bernard Shaw. An
aesthete who valued literature deeply.

His short story “Jalanidhi”, which won first prize in a Labour Life contest, stands as a
testimony to his reflective, humanistic voice.

Here is an excerpt from the note written about Anil Unnithan by the historian of Kollam, Sri.
Ravimohan: " Anil, who was a staunch admirer of actor Mammootty, made sure not to miss
watching any movie of the actor. Also, it would be difficult to keep count of the books Anil
has read. While in the hostel, well into the late hours of the night, he and his friends would
enact various KPAC plays. This reflects the passion they had for cinema, theatre and
literature. This deep-rooted passion from the youth may have won Anil the second-best

actor for the short film 'Silver Spoon'.

In Talented Bankers, asking “Who is Anilji?” is redundant. His dreams and ideas are woven
into our very fabric, and he needs no introduction anywhere. The growth of TB has
witnessed the careful nurturing by Anilji, contributed by his dreams and imaginative
creativity — a caring gardener nurturing his blooms.

It takes rare grace to inspire, uplift, and carry the dreams of others while nurturing your
own. For eight years, Anilji has been our guiding light, a wonder to many. He is the strong
pillar of our Editorial Board. Many a night, sacrificing sleep, he presented hidden gems to the
TB platform with his ever-flowing pen.

When Vipin Mohan won Best Actor at the last TB meet, Anilji rejoiced more than when he
himself was awarded the second-best actor! Many scripts, reels, and performances in our
Talented Bankers bore his invisible signature—even the aliens from Uranus spoke through
Anilji’s pen!

Ask, “Whom should we consult?”—and a thousand minds will echo one name. He is the
rhythm behind TB’s music, the breeze behind its sails.

His Kollam Asramam home, with wife Bindu and children Ananthu and Anjana, has become
TB’s playground at times. May his retirement be rich in creativity and joy. May Anilji forever
shine as the symbol of our togetherness and vitality.
