Neethu was born in Ottappalam, Palakkad, as the daughter of Prema, a teacher, and Gopinathan, an
official.

She was educated at L.S.N. Girls School. Neethu doesn’t recall having any special interest in
extracurricular subjects during her primary school days. It was in the fifth grade that one day, out of
the blue, her mother asked her, “Why don’t you write poetry?” Inspired, she decided to try her hand
at writing a poem in Malayalam. Not only did her mother like it, but it was also appreciated by other
teachers at school as well.



So inspired was she that she began writing poems regularly. She also developed a love for reading.
Both her father and mother were avid readers, and there were many books at home. With a passion
for reading, she found that she could write well too.

The result? By the time she reached high school, she started winning prizes for children’s poetry
competitions held by the magazine ‘Balarama’. Besides winning in various school competitions,
Neethu also won prizes at the sub-district and district level Youth Festivals.

The publication of her poem in Mathrubhumi Balapankthi remains one of the proudest moments of
her life. As a reward, she received Rupees Two Hundred and Fifty, a huge amount at the time.

During her school years, writing poetry was a serious pursuit for Neethu, but during her Plus Two and
B.Tech years, it took a back seat as she focused on her studies. It wasn’t due to a lack of interest in
writing, but rather because the academic environment in the college wasn’t conducive to writing
poetry, Neethu reflects.

It was during her B.Tech years that Neethu’s family experienced a sudden turn of events in their life
story. The joy that had once surrounded her family was shattered when a tragic accident struck,
taking her mother. Losing her mother was something Neethu found difficult to come to terms with...
it took immense resolve to survive the pain of separation.

After graduating with a B.Tech degree from Jyothi Engineering College, Neethu worked for a short
time at KSEB and later as a teacher at an ITl. However, during this time, she didn’t have the mental
space or strength to write poetry or read books, Neethu remembers.

In 2012, after passing the IBPS exam, Neethu joined Federal Bank. She was initially posted at their
Aluva branch. Later, she served in various branches like Pullad in Pathanamthitta, Kulappully in
Palakkad, and Vadakkanchery. In 2024, she was transferred to the Nemmara branch in Palakkad on
getting promotion, where she still serves.

When her father, who was her strong pillar of support who taught her to survive and strive, passed
away, the loss was something she still struggles to accept.

Around 2018-19, joining Talented Bankers rekindled the poet in Neethu. By participating in small
“tasks” in our TB like writing single-line poems, the poetic world inside her came to life again.
Winning the first prize in the “Moovari” competition boosted her confidence, and soon, her poems
were being noticed in the bank’s house magazine and elsewhere.

Joining Talented Bankers not only reignited her passion for poetry but also gave her the opportunity
to explore the world of trolls, a field she had no experience with. Neethu learned how to create trolls
through observation, listening and seeking help from others. Today, she stands out as one of the rare
women contributing actively to the Bank Trolls group.

In 2024, participating in the poetry competition organized by Talented Bankers was another turning
point. Neethu won the first prize in Malayalam poetry writing, which further inspired her to
approach poetry with even greater seriousness.



Despite her studies being in English medium, Neethu’s talent for writing poetry in her mother
tongue, Malayalam, was highlighted by her first-place win in the poetry competition organized by
Talented Bankers.

Neethu got married in 2012 to Vinod V. They are blessed with two children — Nivin Vinod, a ten-year-
old, and Nila Vinod, just eight months old, who bring joy and poetry into their lives.
