Talented Bankers’ search for the unique artistic talent led us to Sharath Asramam, a former Talented
Banker and an expert artist at Kerala Gramin Bank. Sharath’s guidance has helped us in bringing
Rahul Ram’s artistry to the limelight.

Rahul Ram was born in Kadappakkada, Kollam, as the second of three children of Shri. K.S.
Sudarshanan and Smt. K. Anita. His father, a retired AVP of Federal Bank, brought with him a wealth
of banking experience and a flair for painting that earned him much recognition. Rahul’s mother
nurtured the family, ensuring that all three children excelled academically and professionally—his
elder brother, Rathan Dev, became an architect, and his younger sister, Lakshmi Gayathri, an interior
designer. “Our family is a perfect blend of engineers and bankers,” Rahul shares with a smile.

Rahul completed his schooling till higher secondary level at the prestigious Sree Narayana Public
School, Kollam. Even during his academically bright years, the spark of creativity blossomed in him.
But anxiety kept him captive, tightening its grip as he faced the stage. The last pages of his notebooks
were adorned with sketches reflecting his surroundings. Encouraged by his close friends, who
recognized his innate talent, Rahul carried these artistic pursuits into his college days, though his fear
kept him away from the stage and limelight.

Rahul’s journey took him to FISAT (Federal Institute of Science and Technology), Angamaly, a
prominent institution enriched by the brilliance of Federal Bank Officers’ Association. Within the first
week itself, a teacher noticed his artistic prowess and encouraged him to pursue it further. With the
support of friends and the vibrant atmosphere of the campus, Rahul explored various artistic
mediums—graphic pencils, acrylic media, and even experimented with rice, salt, and glue to create
intricate paintings and caricatures.

Rahul’s art, enriched by a fusion of words and visuals, transcended boundaries. His illustrations,
stories, and poems gained widespread appreciation, extending beyond the campus. He actively
participated in inter-institutional competitions and brought laurels to his institution. He also
ventured into digital media, making short films and exploring new creative dimensions during his



engineering days. “In the end | realized | had thirteen papers pending! | brought my entire focus on
my studies, and neatly passed all the examinations at a stretch.”

He paused for a moment to bow in gratitude to the school and college that guided him through every
hurdle along his journey. Though his initial journey led him to an advertising company, where he
gained valuable insights into the nuances of the professional world, Rahul eventually followed in his
father’s footsteps and entered the banking sector. His success in the first competitive exam
attempted led him to Kerala Gramin Bank, where he was posted at Chittariparambu Branch,
Thalassery, in 2015. Within a year, Rahul’s artistic interests were recognized by his colleagues. His
talents found space in Gramin Bank’s “Reaching Out” initiatives, which utilized his creative skills for
greater impact.

During this time, under the visionary leadership of Shri. K.V. Shaji (now Managing Director of
NABARD), Rahul was transferred to the Head Office to contribute to the “Reaching Out” projects. His
exceptional contributions earned him a place in the IT team led by experienced seniors—Manoj,
Franklin and Vinod. Rahul was a part of the team that played a key role in developing a children's
financial awareness app as a part of "Financial Inclusion at School", a project that imparted 10 key
financial lessons to school children. This project gained international recognition, winning the ICYF
Award in 2017 and being honored at the G20 Summit in Germany as one of the global finalists
selected from Asia.

Rahul also contributed to the development of “DiGi KGB Malayalam Calendar,” an interactive app
developed with Ul technology that gained widespread attention — also adorned with his creative
artworks, earning a 4.7 rating. Rahul remains grateful for the opportunity provided by the bank to be
a part of a stellar IT team that bagged 6 IBA(Indian Banks’ Association) awards in 2022, a matter of
immense pride.

In January 2023, Rahul’s efforts were instrumental in Kerala Gramin Bank securing the second
position at the “Digital Kerala” Expo, organized by the Government of Kerala and Canara Bank, the
State Lead Bank. The Digital Payment Ecosystem expo was attended by 16 banks. One year later, over
60 of Rahul’s artworks were showcased as ‘Art for a Cause’ project initiated by his bank, raising
40,000, which was donated to support the underprivileged.

Two years ago, Rahul married Parvathy Vinod from Mavelikkara. Parvathy, who works at SBI RACPC
Kottayam, became a strong supporter of Talented Bankers and a source of inspiration in Rahul’s
creative journey. A talented dancer, Parvathy’s grace rekindled the poet in Rahul, inspiring him to
compile over 200 poems, which are now being prepared for publication.

Interestingly, Rahul also took up kickboxing—not as a competitive pursuit, but as a means to
strengthen his resolve and transform his introverted nature. With a smile, Rahul shares how this
experience contributed to his personal growth.

Rahul and Parvathy are now preparing to attend the upcoming Talented Bankers meet in
Thiruvananthapuram. “Talented Bankers has connected me to a world beyond the boundaries of
banking, enriching my life in ways | never imagined,” says Rahul. With a recent transfer to the
Kottayam Regional Office of Kerala Gramin Bank, Rahul is excited to continue contributing to the
“Reaching Out” programs while pursuing his dream of publishing his poetry collection.
