An artist that amazed all connoisseurs who attended the 2nd single-handed exhibition of her works held at the
Ernakulam Darbar Hall from February 4th to 11th of 2020.

She was born to the (late) N.Ramachandran Pillai — Ambikabhai Amma couple in the Mukhathala village near
Kollam. Her father who passed away three years back, had retired as Taluk Officer; her mother was an Arts
teacher.

After her schooling from Kollam Vimala Hridaya High School and graduation in Physics from Fathima Matha
college, Sandhya joined the State Bank of India in its Kattappana branch in the year 1995. Then she traveled
from Mavelikkara through Kollam to Ernakulam Vytilla branches till date.

She with her family including Sri. K.S.Bijumon (IRS) and two kids- Bhavana Biju and Advaith Biju- are presently
residing at Ernakulam.



She might have inherited her art skills from the magic of her mother’s fingers; she shares mid-conversation that
her works would be the reflection of this innate magic.

She wields her brush over the canvases with the realisation that her talent to imprint the nature is way beyond
the artworks that won her prizes during school days.

She saw herself in nature- her own emotional self as a daughter, wife and a mother- and decided that
sketching the omnipresence with the colours in her hand is the perfect way she could express herself. It is just
10 years since she determined her destiny and ever since she practised continuously to perfect the borders
and fill the colours aptly.

In the busy life managing time between her profession and family, she found leisure moments to indulge herself
in the world of colours within her self-made studio. In 2016 she arranged an exhibition of her creations for the
first time in the same hall and the experience imparted immense confidence to this artist — she learned a lot
from the feedbacks and criticisms of art lovers.

She got the boon to be disciple to the famed painter and retired Head of the Department of Fine Arts in the
Tripunithura R.L.V College Sri.Sidharthan master; she drew and painted along with him and became part of his
painting exhibitions in various parts of the country. The talented artist remembers with gratitude that the various
debates, historical findings and references and different techniques of mixing colours and creating wonders on
the canvas learned from his association still guide her as she picks her brush.

Her experiment with colours are in the acrylic medium. Amidst her busy schedule in the work front, she divided
her time at home between her growing kids and her passion. This was made possible only through the untiring
support of her family.

The second exhibition held at the Darbar hall from 04/02/2020 to 11/02/2020 was so heartwarming and was
received by the art lovers (who visited the venue after knowing about it through newspapers and television
channels )with outstretched hands.They filled the visit book with encouraging feedbacks.

“Many a time | found it difficult to practise regularly. On returning from bank, | would practise from 5 pm to 8 pm
at my Guru’s studio after which | draw from my own studio at night. These works were created so"(her words
when we visited her at the Darbar Hall on 6th February during the exhibition). She continued, “ In the vast
ocean of world art, if | can contribute something, | believe it is only because of the enlightenment, energy and
knowledge imparted by my gurus. Even when caught up in the bustle of work and home, within the freedom
allowed to a woman in the society, the passion in me grew. Without any formal education or technical know-
hows , my thoughts and emotions showed themselves on the canvas. Mostly the thoughts, conflicts, dreams,
pangs and quest for freedom of a woman’s mind reflected through my pictures. “ Her works displayed around
nodded a silent agreement to her words.

The magic of lily flowers that spread over the greenery of nature, the ascending free birds in the bright blue sky,
the pure love reflected on the eyes of the calves in the golden background, and struggling helpless human lives
among skyscrapers- were looked at with awe by all.

Sri. Bijumon is the strongest pillar of constant support for her. He accompanied her and encouraged her during
her exhibitions held at Bangalore, Lucknow and again Ernakulam. As Central Customs Department Assistant
Commissioner, Sri. Bijumon also does notable social services. He has been awarded the ‘Elmer Crowe’ award
given by the Y's Men International, an organisation headquartered at Geneva oriented to serving the
communities in which YMCAs are present throughout the world, for outstanding performance.

Bhavana Biju, a 12th grade ICSE student of the famous school in Kottayam, ‘Pallikoodam’, is an all rounder
with excellent performance in academics, art and social work and has membership in various youth camps
within and outside India. Her recent achievements are- winner of the National debate held at Bangalore
Presidency college and being representative of Indian talent in the international youth camp held in 2018 in
South Korea.



He has got the inborn skill for drawing,
painting and artwork, like his mother.
